Rosh Hashanah (Hebrew: niwn wxn, lit. 'head of the year') is the
New Year in Judaism. The biblical name for this holiday is Yom
Teruah (nynn oiv, lit. 'day of shouting/blasting’). It is the first of
the High Holy Days (n'x1ix omt, Yamim Nora'im, 'Days of
Awe"), that occur in the late summer/early autumn of the
Northern Hemisphere.

“24“Speak to the people of Israel, saying, In the seventh month,
on the first day of the month, you shall observe a day of solemn
rest, a memorial proclaimed with blast of trumpets, a holy
convocation. 2°You shall not do any ordinary work, and you shall
present a food offering to the LORD.”

Rosh Hashanah is a two-day observance and celebration that
begins on the first day of Tishrei, which is the seventh month of
the ecclesiastical year. Rosh Hashanah marks the beginning of
the civil year, according to the teachings of Judaism, and is the
traditional anniversary of the creation of Adam and Eve.

Rosh Hashanah customs include sounding the shofar as
prescribed in the Torah, following the prescription of the Hebrew
Bible to "raise a noise" on Yom Teruah. Eating symbolic foods
that represent various wishes for the new year is an ancient
custom recorded in the Talmud.
